A native of southern California, Parmley is a founding member of the internationally acclaimed, Bluegrass Cardinals. In 18
years, the Cardinals recorded 15 separate projects, made appearances on the Grand Ole Opry, the Ralph Emory Show and performed at
the White House for former President, Jimmy Carter. In 1994 Parmley teamed up with banjo great, Scott Vestal to form Continental
Divide. The rest is, as they say, "history."

The music resumes on Sunday with a gospel service featu
and guitar contests at 11:30 a.m. The bands return in the afternoon with Fairland Bluegrass at 1 p.m., Solid Ground at 2 p.m., Bluegrass
Kids at 3 p.m., Mecan River Ramblers at 4 p.m. and headliner Bobby Osborne and The Rocky Top X-Press at 5 p.m.

Osborne is an American Legend still at the top of his game. He is an International Bluegrass Music Association Hall Of Fame
member, still producing some of the greatest music of his long-storied career. His is a voice that changed the course of bluegrass and
country music. He is, above all, an artist who still lives by his creed of prepara-
tion, innovation, and determination.

Weekend wristbands will be sold for $5 per person to help defray the
festival costs; children 15 and under will be admitted free. Bring your own
lawn chairs.
